This stylish purse is easy to make and very functional.  The inside is
loaded with 9 pockets for everything from your cell phone and sunglasses
to pens and a nail file.  Use any standard zipper and find out how easy it is
to put a zipper in using Lazy Girl’s trademark ‘No Fear’ technique.  A bonus
project is also included for the left over pieces created when making your
purse.

This pattern is a ‘Super Fat Quarter Cutie’.  This means the bag can
be made from fat quarter cuts of fabric - lots of them.

Fabric recommendations:  The exterior of the bag is composed of
three fabrics.  Choose three fabrics that will work well together as the front
cover, back cover, pocket, zipper casing at the top of the bag and handles.
Take a look at the pattern cover to get a feel for how and where these fab-
rics will be used.  The interior is fantastic out of four fabrics.

Keeping in the Lazy Girl tradition, this project is quick and easy and
offers a place to embellish and personalize.

Basic  Quilting  and  Sewing  Skills  Required.
An  even-ffeed  or  walking  foot  and  a  zipper  foot  may  be  helpful.
Finished  size:    Approx.  14”  x  8  1/2”
Fabric:    100%  Cotton,  18”  x  20”  Fat  Quarters  or  42”  wide  from  the  bolt.

SUPPLIES

Fabric: 7 Coordinating Fat Quarters or 11/2 yards cut from the bolt.

Batting: 1/2 yard.  (Warm & Natural, Craft Fleece, Quilter’s Fleece, Poly
Fleece or any thin batting.)

18” Zipper: Any standard zipper will do.  If you can’t find an 18” zipper,
buy a longer one and adjust it using the directions included in this pattern.

4 Buttons - For Decoration.  3/4”-1” in size.

Quarter Cutie

Optional: Bag-E-Bottoms Size 'B' (item LGD501) - Give your bag a nice
sturdy base with this 1/8" acrylic base custom cut to fit the inside bottom
of this design.  Buy one extra fat quarter to cover the base if desired.

Optional: 1/2 yard of lightweight fusible Interfacing (if you want your bag
to have a little more ‘posture’).
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
